But finally he was taken out of
prison, and he attained a high rank, and received honours worthy of
kings, becoming governor of the whole of Egypt, whose people he
supported. Thus he symbolised in himself the Passion of our Lord
Jesus Christ and his consequent great glory.

To the remembrance of Joseph is added the story of the fig tree which
the Lord cursed on this day (corresponding at that time to the
nineteenth of the month of March) because of its barrenness, so that
it dried up. The fig tree was a symbol of the Council of the Jews
